A Dlamand

A diamond welll Yes, I have one.
& real, genulne, pare, s dia-
mond well. Not of sparkling stooes,
but of pure sparkilng water. I have
seen articles from time to time for
quite & pumber of years past in differ-
et farm papers ireating of the im-
puritles of farm wells, bot the artlcle
i last week's Heview Is responsible
for this ome, and the followlng la how
1 came to bave my diamond well.

it ten years ago 1 found It neces-
sary o dig a well for family water
supply. The ground surface Is about
lovel for say cmeelghth mile all
around, then slopes slightly to the
east and west, and rises to the sorth
and south, | dug = hole about four
feet In diameter through six feet of
yellow clay, then six feet through blue
clay, wheo | struck a blue shale or
slaty reck, some call it soapstone rock,
the graln of which lies fiat or hori-
zontal. Some streaks are very hard
and finty, and others soft and rotten.
About four feet down in this dock I
Eot a small supply of waler, say about
a.gallon every flve minutes. At that
I stopped digging, and In & few days
I felt provd of my well of clear, cold,
pure sparkling wmter.

It kept rlalng in the well watll 0t
cameo within sbout six feet of the
top, then [ had ten feet of water, but
in mbout two weoks the water began
to get warmer aod did not taste so
good. Then I drew It all out and it
wits agaln all right nntl] It agals came
near the top of the well, then got
warm, Inslpid and virtoally stagnant
I I conld have used the water as lnst
as It came luto the well it would have
been all right, but as it rose so high
In the well and stood so long exposed
to the alr It brecame unfit for house-
bold use. Well, after five years It
becama necessary for me to move
onto another plece of land, but oaly
just over the lot llne, mot more thas
one hundred feet, so that I would
hava to dig another well. Hut the
problem arose, “How could I fix It 8o
that the'.water would always be

Cat Bmut.

‘We hope that none of our readers
that-have oats to plant this spring
will neglect to treat the seed for emul.
The smut la lncreasing In nearly all
of the ost growlag reglon, and It Is
s trouble that is easlly checked
When smut takes s head of oats it
entirely destroys every graln. It does
pot skip any. The loss |s much greater
than most farmers suppose, because
the smutted heads do not stand out as
do the good heads. The loss runs up
as high as 25 per cemt of the emtire
erop. Is It not absurd thai this losa
should be permitted to go on and
pothing be done about it? One way to
treat the seed 1s to dip it In hol water,
letilng It remain for only 15 minules
The water sbould be at a tempera.
ture of from 138 to 135 degrees. On
secount of the difenlty of keeping
Fihe water at just the right tempera.
ture, the formalin dip Is preferred.
This consists of ball & pound of for
malin to 30 gallons of water. The
seed may be dipped fn this or the
solution may be sprinkled over the
pile of seed oats spread out' om the
foor, The cais should be thoroaghly
wet and then sboveled logether mnd
covered with sacks or other conve
nlent covering and lef so for from
two to twelve hours. It will require
only thirty galloms of the sclution
for 100 to 150 bushels of the grain.
