Owners of a new ehip are some-
tlmes at sea over the question of
her certificates, First they must
sectire the "Bullder's Certifieate,”
embodslng ber measurements for
tonnage as made by a board of
trade Furveyor, notes a writer In
TIt-Bits  Magazine.  Then follows
the taxk of drawing up Lhelr "dec-
laration of awnership” an Impos-
ing document stating thelr names,
business, and nomber of shares,
which has to be signed before a
shipping master or commisaioner of
oaths and then handed to the regls-
trar of ships at the vessel's pro-
posed home port. He now writes
out with due formality a “Certifi-
cate of Registry." giving the ship
A number and approving of her
name. With so many ships at sea,
the name problem ls not easily
settled, an aet of parllament for-
bldding a new ship to take the
name of an existivg one.

Cider has been ealled the Amerl-
can national bererage. It Iy not
pecullar to the United States. Fng.
land, France and many ancther tem-
perate zone natlon makes cider, but
1t Is true that the Julce of the appls
has special connotations with Amers
fean life. In no other country do
apples grow In richer abundance or
orer o broad an expanse. There
was a time when not a farm lacked
Its apple orchard. It was but little
more than & century ago that Ap-
pleseed John, that curious hermetic
prophet af the northwest territory,
spent a lifethne In wandering over
parts of three or four states, pune-
tuatlng his plizrimages with plant.
Iogs of apple seeds. 8o, {n addition
to the thousands of tilled amnd
pruned apple orchards, the conntry
knew literally thousands of apple
trees planted: by the side of the
road, In ‘pastures, on the edgi
of ®oodlands, beside streams, the
myriad-branched monuments of Ap-
pleseed John. few gnarled and
baggard trees of his planting st
stand.

Clder was a natural berorage for
the ploneer American. Tts making
was easy. No elaborsle machinery
was required. Its raw material was
& frult, of which there was so great
& surplus that the product could
not be humanly consumed. It was
& bevdrage which, In one stage, wan
multed’ to the delicate palates and
light heads of women and children,
while In another It became a sort
of Viking's berterk nectar, .

So  characteristle of  Amerlon
was this drink fhat It became the
symbol of a Presidential enmpaign,
Willlam Henry Harrison, who, incl-
