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TINKERING 1S NO CURE

Every war of first magnitude is followed by a temporary
boom while depleted stocks are being restored, according to a
writer in the New York Sunm, but after a few years there is a
severe panic, with a decline in prices and in labor employ-
ment. o

: The post-war boom in America ended in 1929, although
the great collapse In wheat had come when the war-time de-
mands ended, the price dropping from $3 to less than $1 a
buzhel. Ignoring the obvious cause of this slump in price,
politicians blamed the existing marketing system and de-
manded its punishment.

‘This agitation, long continued, has discouraged specul-
ative support of the market. For nearly a year leaders of’
the grain trade have repeatedly warned that excessive gov-
ernmental tinkering and threats of new and more drastic
laws, such as the so-called commodity exchange bill offered
at the last session of congress, would drive out that specula-
tive support so essential at crop movement time.

Such warnings, informed editors and marketing authori-
ties point out were unheeded, with the result that the winter
wheat crop recently harvested has found a market almost
entirely devoid of the usual valuable speculative support.
As was inevitable, the farmer has suffered as & consequence,

SALES TAX COLLECTIONS
Collections during the first twelve months of the opera-
tion of the sales tax act produced $36,632,033.25, K, L. Ames,
dr., director of finance of the state of Illin 8, announced
today.

was collected $3,349,-
This is the largest amount collect-
ed during any one month since the sales tax was put into
effect, exceeding the amount collected in January, 1934, for
December business of $3,523,980.98.

The reduction in real estate tax, which was supposed to
result from passage of the retail sales tax act, saves property
taxpayers only a small percentage of the total amount col-
lected on retail sales. The difference is used by the large
army of office holders who administer the sales tax law and
by other agencies which have greatly increased the cost of
Olinols state government.
